NETRA is 
working to reduce the lags caused by 
transponder sign-ups which we experi-
enced.  We also discovered that the day 
of the event it is critical that all club 
members show up to work and work 
where assigned.  Club members have 
priority for receiving NETRA work 
credits, and, of course, all club members 
need to receive club points to maintain 
their membership in the Hoot Owls.  
Running a 2 day event, as we will at 
Richardsons’, requires extra efforts by 
all.

While the course was extremely wet 
and degraded during the day because it 
was new, all riders seemed to have a 
good time, and it was a good race.
